The responsibilities of the Director of Coaching will be  to ensure 
that the standard of coaching currently available to the sport is 
maintained and improved through the National Coaching Council.

The duty statement lor the Director of Coaching appointment will 
require Guy to be  involved in the National Office administration 
where his administrative abilities should soon prove to b e  an asset 
to the Association.

The World Shooting Championships in Moscow will possibly be  
the most important Championships that our shooters have ever 
competed in for they will be  used to gauge Shooting's participation 
at the 1992 Olympic Games. Funding is no longer the province of 
the Australian Sports Commission so far as  team assistance is con- 
cerned, this responsibility has been given to the Australian 
Olympic Federation who will provide assistance for those who are 
considered capable of making the last 16 at the Olympic Games. 
In short no longer will funds be  available to gain experience. 
athletes must be  capable of showing they have the ability before 
they will be considered for funding assistance. One only hopes 
that we are not entering into a period where those with private 
means will be  able to afford to enhance their opportunities and 
those who may be  of superior skills without private means cannot. 

The Australian Shooting Association is well aware of the 
problems facing the sport over all shooting disciplines and must 
do all in their power to ensure that when athletes are being con- 
sidered for assistance at whatever level, those participating in the 
shooting sports are not overlooked or disadvantaged in any way. 
A points system has been arrived at which will ensure that all 
shooters are treated equally within the overall sport, this system 
effectively commences at the World Shooting Championships and 
is explained elsewhere in the CTSN. If you are an interested and 
active shooter in the ISU Disciplines, please make certain that you 
read and understand the procedures that do apply so far as the 
ultimate goal of Olympic selection is concerned. 

Planning for our own World Championships is well undemay 
with a visit by the UIT Technical Adviser. MI Gary Anderson of the 
USA, set down for late November/early December of this year. In 
addition it is believed that Mr Horst Schreiber, Secretary General 
of the UIT will also be  in Australia as  part of the Melbourne 
Olympic Committee's bid for the 1996 Olympic Games, this being 
so an inspection of the Whiteman Park Shooting Complex in WA 
will b e  on the agenda. 

During the World Championships in Moscow the opportunity has 
been given to us to meet with the UIT Technical Committee to 
discuss Australia's preparation for 1990. This meeting will b e  
attended so far as representation is concerned by Peter Quire. 
1990 World Shooting Team Manager for all Disciplines and Robert 
Smith, Shotgun Team Manager. In addition as  part of the UIT 
requirement I will be  addressing a meeting of the UIT General 
Assembly in Moscow at the time of the World Championships and 
will also participate in discussions with the Technical Committees 
of the UIT. The WA State Government and the Australian Sports 
Commission are funding the visit to address the UIT General 
Assembly which I will be  doing not on behalf of theACTA but on 
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behalf of Australia which is the host country in 1990 The commit- 
menr given shooting in panicular shotgun shoot~ng, by both the 
Australian Sports Cornmisston and the WA State Government must 
not be  underestimated. We in turn must ensure that our parts are 
olaved to their fullest capacity and in this regard Peter Quire 
iepresenting the World championships Committee, myself as 
Vice President of the Australian Shooting Association and 
Secretary General of the 1990 Shooting Championships together 
with the assistance of Robert Smith.

OLYMPIC  G A M E S  
SELECTlON SYSTEM 

The purpose of this system which is an agreed document 
between the Australian Shooting Association and the Australian 
Olympic Federation is designed to be  both simple and fair, with 
the basic guidelines being Rule 29 of the Olympic Charter, which 
states: 

"National Olympic Committees are reminded that, while the 
Olympic Games welcomes the youth of the world, it is physically 
impossible to accommodate all of the youth of the world and they 
are asked to use discretion and send to the Games only com- 
petitors adequately prepared for high level International Competi- 
tions." 

ATHLETE ELIGIBILITY 
To be  eligible for consideration of recommendation by the ASA 

to the AOF an athlete must: 
1. Shoot the appropriate Minimum Qualifying Score (MQS) at the 

appropriate International Competitions, and 
2. Score points under the ASA Ranking System as detailed in 

Appendix A (see below), and 
3 On the bas15 of performance m recent Internai~onal Compeu- 

tlon, be hkely to finlsh hlgly placed in the next Olymplc Games. 
and 

4. Demonstrate a satisfactory standard of physical fitness, which 
must be  maintained. 

ATHLETES 
The basis of ASA recommendation to the AOF shall be  that 

athletes will be  recommended on the basis that: 
1. They have met the athelete eligibility criteria, and 
2. They are likely to finish in the top 18, and 
3. Australia has an Olympic Quota place or "Wild C a r d  in the 

event. 

TEAM CHANGES 
All athletes and officials should clearly understand that they are 

liable to have their membership of the Team terminated at any 
time by the AOF for breaches of the AOF's Doping Policy, the 
AOF's Competitor's and Official's Agreements, disc~pline or mis- 
behaviour; illness, injury or other medical reasons; loss of form, 
team unsuitability or reassessment for any reason whatsoever. 

Any such athlete or offlcial may be  replaced.

DONKLD MACKINTOSH - 
World Champion Australian Shooter

Well before those of us who are shoottng today were born, 
Donald Mackintosh was makmg a name for Australla on European 
shoottng grounds and at the leadmg gun clubs of England in the 
1890s.

I am indebted to Mr John Green, photographer, of Cressy. Tas- 
mania for the old Donald Mackintosh catalogue No. 9 printed in the 
early 1920s. At this time one could buy a new "Purdey" hammer- 
less shotgun for around £165 or $350 in today's money. 

One episode remains fresh in Mac's memory of an outing he had 
with the renowned American wina shot. Dr Carver. in Yarrawnnna ~~~ -~ ~. - - ~  ... ~ > -  

dtstrlct. :vh&nth& cracks were out ~ h e r  snlpe and any other attrac. 
tlve l lve targets offering Mac svtnged a galah and Carver chased 
down a beautiful young swan. As the doctor was anxtous tc rake 
away to his American home something purely Australian, they ex- 
changed birds, and the great record holder ever aftemirds 
cherished that galah as  a domestic pet. He told "Mac" when the 
two sports met in Monte Carlo many years later that it was still 
living and flourishing in its Kentucky home - and talking like a 
bullock driver.

As a tribute to the sportsman- 
ship of the veteran, the International Sporting Club d e  Monaco 
each year includes in its programme a 10,000 francs match, known 
as the "Prix Mackintosh". 

The present Monte Carlo meettng opened on January 6 wlth the 
RIA d Ouvenure 'Calrosste ' got on the lob early, w~th a 
IObreak whtch aave him an ourrlaht vitn for the 2509 frar.cs orae. 
in addition to a 50 per cent division from the entzy money. H& 
followed up this win on the next day by winning outright the Prix 
d e  Saint Hubert, which was worth a similar amount in prize money. 
His score on the second day was five straight. The events for this 
week include four matches of 10,000 francs each, and the Prix 
Francois Blanc, for 20,OW francs, and Medaille d'Or (gold medal). 
Although he has been seen in action on only the two occasions, he 
is already named as the most probable winner of the Grand Prix 
and is a warm favourite.

shooters. This again being an Australian record. Outright winner 
on the day was Horrie Donnelly with the score of 49/50. Donnelly 
was a top flight shooter for many years and held the Champion of 
Champions Cup in its last year before wartime recess 1941. 

Jack McCraith was the runner-up after missing his 6th and 34 
targets, to finish with 48/50. Roy Johns with 47/50 came in 3rd, he 
failed to cover his 6th. 19th and 31st targets. 

"The dinner after the shoot" - The Association dinner which 
followed the big event was staged in the unusual surroundings of 
Vic Frankhauser's fruit packing shed. Nearly 130 attended the 
function and the building could have handled double the number. 
The Frankhauser fanlily went to unlimited trouble to ensure the 
success of the gathering and shooters were loud in their thanks to 
this hospitable family.
